IQWF Server is a secure FTP and Web server forthe Windows NT/2000/XP/2003 platform.

1.2. Overview

Fastream IQWF Server is a supreme FTP and Web server combined together in one
application for 32/64-bit Windows platforms. FTP (File Transfer Protoco) is the Internet's
most reliable and fastest protocol to transfer files. And HTTR the infamous reliable transfer
protocol of the Webé

With IQWF Server, you have the benefit of sharing files with the most reliable protocols for
the purpose and even launch entire dynamic web sites with bulletin boards, galleries and e-
commerce!

Moreover, IQWF is fully compliant with FTP & HTTP RFCs including the REST (resuming of
half transfers) and PASV (passive mode) commands as well as MLST/M.SD for FTP and
content-range/keep alive/GZip supportfor HTTPand now SSLEé

IQWF Server now consists of two modules: one that works as a Windows™ NT-service and
one GUI which could be used to control the engine remotely. The IQWF Server service is
now mature with increased stability, reliability and speed. The service management GUIruns
independent of the service, even at another computer on Internet. The management GUI
and service are both included in the Fastream IQWF Server installer. You can also download
management GUI separately and install to remote computers alone from
http://www.fastream.net/download .

IQWF Server installer contains a restricted 100% freeware version as well as a Professional
shareware version. If you want to use IQWF Server for commercial purposes, you must buy
Professional version, and you can do so at http://www.fastream.com/order . The Freeware
License is for personal usage only and limited to 5 accounts per server as well as limits on
admin users, quotas, SSL and speed limits. On the other hand, the Professional version is
a b s ol wnliritedd and supported by our expert support crew seven days a week and six
days a week phone support.

The Management GUI of IQWF Server is supplied free-of-charge for any use without any
limit. However managed servers still apply to the license conditions above.

Since version 6.8 IQWF Server has two components. IQWF Server Engine (NT service),
which is the main component, and IQWF Server GUI which is the management GUI for
program. Since the IQWF Server is a Windows Service, it only runs on Windows"
NT4/2000/XP/2003. However the management GUI runs on all Windows" versions listed
above.

Installation is straightforward : Run the installer program, then read and accept the end user
agreement and choose the destination folder for installation. Then you will be asked whether
you want to create backup of replaced fil
backup copies o replaced files will be created during installation. Those files will be used if
you request rollback and you will be able to roll back to previous state.

After the service is installed, installation of GUI starts. You can proceed similarly. The
installer of the GUI is available separately at http://www.fastream.com/download.htm . The
installer is also copied to Engine installation directory of service after installation.

The installation of IQWF Server Engine service requests a restart of your computer. If you
are installing only the management GUI, there is no need to restart your computer.

3. Remote Administration

IQWF Server Administration GUI allows administration of your FTP and HTTP servers from
any computer on the Internet. The administration GUI and IQWF Server Engine service
communicate through the HTTP protocol, using XML formatted messages. The
communication schema is very simple and effective; it does not introduce any overhead to
servers.

When you open the administration GUI a login screen is shown.

IP Address: This field specifies the IP address (or hostname) of the computer on which
IQWF Server Engine service runs. The administration GUI connects to that computer and the
IQWF Server on that computer is managed. To manage a IQWF Server Engine service on the

| ocal computer, you can enter o6l ocal host 6.

Port: Listening port of the IQWF Server Engine for remote administration purposes. The
default value is 30000.

SSL Port: Listening SSL portof the IQWF Server Engine for remote administration purposes
that make a ssl connection. The default value is 30001.

Username and password: These are login information for administrator of IQWF Server
Engine service. The def aul t user name fauls paséword dst €paceaaftet d e
installation. You may change the password using the administration GUI.

When the IQWF Server Engine service is started, server also begins listening on designated
port (30000 by default or 30001 for SSL connection) for administration commands.
Authenticated commands are executed.

When the IQWF Server Administration GUI is started and the admin user enters
administration information, the administration GUI connects to the server and receives an
initial status of the server. This status is displayed in the IQWF Server Administration GUI,
which is familiar for users of previous versions.



All modifications done on the GUI are applied at server as if server is running on local
computer.

When you first install and run Fastream 1Q Web/FTP Server the main screen will look like
figure 6.1-1. Default one HTTP server and one FTP server will be ceated by IQWF Server.
You can create both FTP and HTTP serves, as many as you like.

GUI component  Description

GUI window: this is the main window and consists of three main parts:
1 a menu bar,
1 a /left-hand panel containing a tree view and
1 a main pane/ containing various tab sheets.

Menu bar: In the menu bar items are available for starting main functions.
Main panel: consists of various fab sheefs. The upper row of tab sheets concern the
main configuration settings and the configuration settings per defined

server. In figure 6 -1.1 the main panel is highlighted green.

Left-hand panel: is an alternative way of navigating through the various tab sheets. The
